Hellenic Police — Clarifications on parking of trailers and motor caravans

Subject: Clarifications regarding the implementation of paragraph 2 of Article 27 of Law 5170/2025
(Government Gazette A’ 6), on the parking of trailers and motor caravans.

1. Following the above-mentioned document (a), which concerns the subject matter herein, and taking
into account the attached documents (b) and (c), the following clarifications are provided:

As already pointed out in document (a), the currently applicable provision of paragraph 18 of Article 7 of
Law 4276/2014 (Government Gazette A’ 155), as amended by paragraph 2 of Article 27 of Law
5170/2025 (Government Gazette A’ 6), introduces the rule prohibiting the parking of trailers, semi-
trailers and motor caravans in all common public spaces. This prohibition, however, is not absolute, but
is subject—according to the exact wording of the provision—to Article 34 of the Road Traffic Code
(K.O.K.). It should be noted that Article 34 of the former Road Traffic Code (Law 2696/1999), after its
replacement by Law 5209/2025 (Government Gazette A’ 100), no longer regulates in principle the same
subject matter, since that subject is now governed by Article 38 of the new Road Traffic Code (Law
5209/2025) concerning stopping and parking. The above reservation clause therefore means that, as
regards the parking of these vehicles in common public spaces, wherever they fall within the scope of
the Road Traffic Code, Article 38 of the Road Traffic Code shall apply as a matter of priority.

2. In light of the above and on the basis of a combined reading of the attached explanatory documents
(b) and (c), with regard to the issue of parking trailers and motor caravans, the following are
emphasized:

a. For parking within residential areas, paragraph 6 of Article 38 of the Road Traffic Code applies,
according to which parking may be carried out in places where parking is lawfully permitted; however,
for the above categories of vehicles, when the total length exceeds seven meters and fifty centimeters
(7.50 m), and where the parking duration exceeds twenty-four (24) hours, parking is permitted only in
suitably enclosed areas.

b. For parking outside residential areas, the general provisions of the Road Traffic Code apply; namely,
parking is allowed, as for all vehicles, only in places designated for that purpose or on the shoulders of
roads and, where such places do not exist, as close as possible to the right-hand edge of the roadway
and parallel to its axis, unless this is prohibited (e.g. by prohibitory signs).

3. In all other respects, the provisions referred to in document (a) remain in force.



4. The General Police Directors of Attica and Thessaloniki, as well as the General Regional Police
Directors of the country, are requested to expedite the implementation of the present circular, issuing,
where they deem appropriate, any supplementary orders in light of it.

5. The offices of the Political Leadership, to which this is submitted, as well as the other recipients for
notification, are requested to be informed accordingly.
